Tip from David……When 
threading your sewing machine, be sure to raise the pressure foot before threading.  This will open the tension discs and allow the thread to follow the proper threading path.  Also, if the bobbin thread is not being picked up by the top thread, be sure the needle is placed in the shank properly.  Most machines require the needle to be placed in the shank with the flat edge towards the back.  If in doubt, check your manual.
